Rezumat

ABSTRACT

innovational technologies as possible, and to stimulate its designers and engineers to constantly outdo

themselves.

In a world where the automobile has become a true necessity for millions of people, competition
between manufacturers is getting increasingly fierce, as they try to guess and more often than not

dictate the future of this industry.

The 21* century brings new challenges to the table for the automobile, promising to definitively
change its classic formula, which we’ve all grown accustomed to. Internal combustion engines,
although having reigned supreme for the greater part of last century, are beginning to seem obsolete,
this being further encouraged by global warming and its undeniable effects.
