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Descrierea proiectului:. Rezultatele stiintifice obtinute in cadrul proiectului de cercetare pentru
tineri cercetatori nr. 18.80012.51.30 A sunt inovatoare, semnificative si aplicabile la nivel
industrial. Prelucrarea strugurilor din soiul local Rara Neagra din regiunile Stefan Voda,
Purcari si Romanesti in conditiile de micro-vinificare ale Departamentului de Oenologie
si Chimie, realizarea unei fermentatii alcoolice controlate si dirijarea intregului proces
tehnologic a permis obtinerea 4 loturi de vin rosu de calitate superioara. Utilizarea de-
rivatului de ordinul Il al spectrelor de absorbtie a oferit informatii despre componentele
individuale si schimbdrile pe care le sufera in diferite procese tehnologice caracteristicile
cromatice, organoleptice si antioxidantice.

Project description: The scientific results obtained in research project nr. 18.800012.51.30 are in-
novative, significant and applicable at industrial level. Firstly the processing of local vari-
ety Rara Neagra grapes from the Stefan Voda, Purcari and Romanesti regions under the
microvinification conditions in the Department of Oenology and Chemistry, as well as the
realization of a controlled alcoholic fermentation, allowed to obtain qualitatively dry red
wine lots. Secondly, the use of the Il-rd order derivative of the absorption spectra provides
information about the individual constituent components and the changes they undergo
in different technological processes.

Importanta socio-economica sau tehnica: Theimplementation of scientific results was carried out
by technological transfer to the branch companies: ,Purcari’, ,Cricova” and ,Romanesti’,
being that it proposes a method of tracking the traceability by establishing the specific
indices of the originality of the wine product of local variety Rara Neagra grapes. Dissemi-
nation of results was carried out by 10 international scientific participation and publica-
tion of four articles in professional journals. During the research project, two theses were
presented at the license's level, one at the master level and one at the doctoral level in
